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Abstract

This year, 2000 A.D. is the 35th anniversary of the start of the Matsushiro Farthquake Swarm that began
on 3rd August 1965 in the small city of Matsushiro (presently Nagano City) in Nagano Prefecture. The number
of earthquakes for a single day reached to a peak of 2,000 in this initial stage. In mid April of 1966, the second
active period occurred, during which a high of 6,000 earthquakes were recorded in a single day. Included among
these seismic events were three earthquakes of seismic intensity 5 of JMA scale. These caused not only direct
damage to the areas surrounding its epicenter, but also continued to incur economic and social losses to the
northern part of Nagano Prefecture for about two years after their occurrence.

The mayor of Matsushiro City petitioned for the establishment of an earthquake center in order to save
seismologists from further problems associated with data collection. It was hoped that this center would assist
in the storing of large amounts of data to provide sufficient inputs to research efforts. Matsushiro Earthquake
Center was established in February 1967, as a cooperative institution promoting consultation between Nagano
City, Nagano Prefecture, the Science and Technology Agency, the Japan Meteorological Agency, Ministries and
offices concerned and universities throughout Japan.

The Matsushiro Earthquake Center takes extensive care in collecting data including a wide range of materials,
from seismographic data on micro film to other relevant written materials, and issues reports annually. Now,
the Matsushiro Earthquake Database has become an important source of information for various activities related
to earthquake scenarios.

This catalogue is published on the occasion of the 35th anniversary, which was extracted from the Matsushiro
Earthquake Database. Names of authors, titles, dates of issue, volume, a material number of each publication
which carries relevant articles are listed in chronological order. An index to authors is listed at the end of the
volume for convenience.
